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NEW SUNDAY OR SECOND EASTER

The Sunday immediately following Easter is called New Sunday
because Sunday was consecrated by the resurrection of Christ and became
the day of the Lord, so the first Sunday following it will be a NEW Sunday.

New Sunday, the eighth day of Easter and a day like Easter, was
also called SECOND EASTER. His memory also includes the memory of
the expansion and spread of the Church of Christ, and in this sense will be
included in the number of church holidays.



[LJ SCRIPTURE READINGS [
JAMES 3:1-12

Not many of you should presume to be teachers, my brothers, because you
know that we who teach will be judged more strictly. We all stumble in many
ways. If anyone is never at fault in what he says, he is a perfect man, able to keep
his whole body in check.

When we put bits into the mouths of horses to make them obey us, we can
turn the whole animal. Or take ships as an example. Although they are so large and
are driven by strong winds, they are steered by a very small rudder wherever the
pilot wants to go. Likewise the tongue is a small part of the body, but it makes
great boasts. Consider what a great forest is set on fire by a small spark. The
tongue also is a fire, a world of evil among the parts of the body. It corrupts the
whole person, sets the whole course of his life on fire, and is itself set on fire by
hell.

All kinds of animals, birds, reptiles and creatures of the sea are being
tamed and have been tamed by man, but no man can tame the tongue. It is a
restless evil, full of deadly poison.

JOHN 1:1-17

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was
God. He was in the beginning with God. All things came into being through him,
and without him not one thing came into being. What has come into being in him
was life, and the life was the light of all people. The light shines in the darkness,
and the darkness did not overcome it.

There was a man sent from God, whose hame was John. He came as a witness to
testify to the light, so that all might believe through him. He himself was not the
light, but he came to testify to the light. The true light, which enlightens everyone,
was coming into the world.

He was in the world, and the world came into being through him; yet the world did
not know him. He came to what was his own, and his own people did not accept
him.

But to all who received him, who believed in his hame, he gave power to become
children of God, who were born, not of blood or of the will of the flesh or of the
will of man, but of God.

And the Word became flesh and lived among us, and we have seen his glory, the
glory as of a father’s only son, full of grace and truth. (John testified to him and
cried out, “This was he of whom I said, ‘He who comes after me ranks ahead of me
because he was before me.”” From his fullness we have all received grace upon
grace. The law indeed was given through Moses; grace and truth came through
Jesus Christ.
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Eastertide

The 50 days from Easter to Pentecost is called Hinoonk
(Eastertide), which are all feasts of the Lord, dedicated to the
Resurrection and Ascension of Christ, and the fiftieth day to Pentecost.

Each Sunday of Hinoonk has a special name:

1. Easter

2. New Sunday or Second Easter

3. Ashkharhamatran or Green Sunday

4. Red Sunday

5. The Apparition of the Holy Cross

6. Second Palm Sunday
