    SCRIPTURE READINGS     
I CORINTHIANS 1:25-30 

  

 For the foolishness of God is wiser than man's wisdom, and the 

weakness of God is stronger than man's strength. 
 Brothers, think of what you were when you were called. Not 
many of you were wise by human standards; not many were influential; 

not many were of noble birth. But God chose the foolish things of the 
world to shame the wise; God chose the weak things of the world to 

shame the strong. He chose the lowly things of this world and the 
despised things--and the things that are not--to nullify the things that are, 

so that no one may boast before him. It is because of him that you are in 
Christ Jesus, who has become for us wisdom from God--that is, our 

righteousness, holiness and redemption.

SAINTS THADDEUS AND SANTOOKHT 
 

Saturday, July 13, the Armenian Church commemorated Saint 
Thaddeus, one of two apostles who preached in Armenia, and Saint 

Santookht, daughter of King Sandadrook, and the first saint of the 
Armenian Church. Princess Santookht was converted to Christianity by 

Thaddeus. Her father tried to have her renounce her conversion and 
finally gave her a choice of the crown or the sword. She chose the sword 
and became the first witness for Christianity in Armenia and the first 

saint of the Armenian Church. Shortly after her martyrdom, Thaddeus 
was also martyred.  

 

 

 

   



 Armenian Church Etiquette 
 
ENTERING THE CHURCH 
Your entrance into an Armenian Apostolic Church should be 
reverent and solemn. Always make the sign of the cross as you enter 
the Sanctuary. It is not appropriate to walk in the aisles when: 

• The Gospel is being read 

• The Havadamk (Nicene Creed) is in progress 
• The Chalice Procession is occurring 

• The priest is delivering the sermon 
• The choir is singing Soorp Soorp, Hayr Mer or Der Voghormia 

• Holy Communion is being distributed 
 

Wait until the prayer or hymn is over and then proceed to take your 
place in a pew. 
 
LIGHTING OF CANDLES 
One of the devotional practices of the Armenian Apostolic Church is 
the beautiful custom of lighting candles in front of the Holy Icons. 
Make the sign of the cross, say a short prayer and take your place. 
Candles may be obtained from the table in the narthex/vestibule.  It 
is customary to make a freewill donation when taking candles. 
 
TAKING YOUR PLACE IN A PEW 
Bow your head slightly, make the sign of the cross and silently say 
the Lord’s Prayr as you walk towards the pew. You are now ready to 
participate in the services. 
 
 

General Guidelines 
It is important that we participate in the Divine Liturgy every 
Sunday, preferably from the beginning of the service, for the entire 
duration of the service, and receive Holy Communion. 
 
 
 
 
 

While in church, it is not proper: 
• To use cell phones or tablets 
• To take pictures by disturbing the Services 
• To cross legs while sitting 
• To place your arms on the back of the pews 

• For men and women to wear hats 
• For ladies not to cover their heads 

• To dress too revealing or too casual (No shorts, short skirts, 
tank tops, gym clothes, etc..) 
 

We pray and hope that you adhere to these guidelines and be a role model 
for the generations to come in order to preserve our Armenian Church 
heritage and traditions.
