These
include: Her Nativity, Her Presentation to the Temple, the Annunciation, The
Conception, The Purification, The Assumption, the Discovery of the Belt,
and the Discovery of the Box.

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the
Father of mercies and the God of all consolation, who consoles us in
all our affliction, so that we may be able to console those who are in
any affliction with the consolation with which we ourselves are
consoled by God.

He who rescued us from so deadly a
peril will continue to rescue us; on him we have set our hope that he
will rescue us again, as you also join in helping us by your prayers, so
that many will give thanks on our behalf for the blessing granted us
through the prayers of many.
