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EXALTATION OF THE HOLY CROSS
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Feast of the Cross is the most important of the four feasts
dedicated to the cross of Christ and is the last of the five main feasts of the
Armenian Apostolic Church tabernacles.

The Cross, the precious means of death for the condemned, the
crucifixion of Christ, the object of respect for every Christian and the
symbol of salvation.

The crucifixion procession on Sunday is noteworthy, where the
cross is decorated with fragrant basil and the presiding clergyman spays
basil water on the surrounding believers. After the reading of the Gospel,
the priest makes a pilgrimage and blesses the four corners of the earth with
a cross decorated with basil, asking the Almighty Lord to grant peace,
abundance and prosperity to the world-

For the most part, Christian churches commemorate the Feast of
the Cross on September 14, and the Armenian church commemorates the
Sunday closest to September 14.

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ANTASDAN

The Armenian Church celebrates the presence of God in the world
with the special processional ceremony of Antasdan, a word which itself
means “filed” or “fields”.

In this service the four corners of the world are blessed and
sanctified. Through our prayers and hymns of praise we ask our father to
bless the food and fruitfulness of the earth. Also as caretakers of the
“field” we ask for “divine protection” for the grounds of the earth, farms,
gardens and the year’s harvest and for monasteries, churches and all
Christian leaders and people on the earth.

This service of Antasdan is frequently celebrated by many
Christians, especially Armenian Christians. In the Armenian Church it is
performed twenty-five times during the year: on the eve of the Feast of the
Presentation of Christ to the Temple, on the Sundays from Palm Sunday to
Pentecost, the second Sunday after the Pentecost, Transfiguration,
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary and, finally, the Exaltation of the
Holy Cross which is an elaboration of the basic service.

The Antasdan on the Feast of the Exaltation is the most
ceremonious. A cross is placed on a tray and adorned with sweet basil and
rosewater and is then carried into the field, the world, manifesting Christ
in our lives.
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On the occasion of the Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross,
Der Hayr and the Board of Trustees congratulate all those who are named
Khatchadoor, Khatchig, and Nishan, and wish them good health, happiness

and a long and prosperous life.
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Sunday, September 14 is the Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy
Cross, Khatchverats, the Name Day of our church.

Service in the church sanctuary.
