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Armenian Church Etiquette

ENTERING THE CHURCH
Your entrance into an Armenian Apostolic Church should be
reverent and solemn. Always make the sign of the cross as you
enter the Sanctuary. It is not appropriate to walk in the aisles
when:

e The Gospel is being read

e The Havadamk (Nicene Creed) is in progress

o The Chalice Procession is occurring
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e The priest is delivering the sermon

e The choir is singing Soorp Soorp, Hayr Mer or Der
Voghormia

e Holy Communion is being distributed

Wait until the prayer or hymn is over and then proceed to take
your place in a pew.



Ll SCRIPTURE READINGS [

II CORINTHIANS (13:5-13)

Examine yourselves to see whether you are living in the
faith. Test yourselves. Do you not realize that Jesus Christ is in
you?—unless, indeed, you fail to meet the test! I hope you will find
out that we have failed. But we pray to God that you may not do
anything wrong—not that we may appear to have met the test, but
that you may do what is right, though we may seem to have failed.
For we cannot do anything against the truth, but only for the truth.
For we rejoice when we are weak and you are strong. This is what
we pray for, that you may become perfect. So I write these things
while I am away from you, so that when I come, I may not have to
be severe in using the authority that the Lord has given me for
building up and not for tearing down.Finally, brothers and sisters,
farewell. Put things in order, listen to my appeal, agree with one
another, live in peace; and the God of love and peace will be with
you. Greet one another with a holy kiss. All the saints greet you.

The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the
communion of the Holy Spirit be with all of you.

L SCRIPTURE READINGS L
MARK (11:27-33)

They arrived again in Jerusalem, and while Jesus was
walking in the temple courts, the chief priests, the teachers of the
law and the elders came to him. "By what authority are you doing
these things?" they asked. "And who gave you authority to do
this?"

Jesus replied, "I will ask you one question. Answer me, and
I will tell you by what authority I am doing these things. John's
baptism--was it from heaven, or from men? Tell me!"

They discussed it among themselves and said, "If we say,
'from heaven,' he will ask, 'then why didn't you believe him?' But if
we say, 'From men' . . . "(They feared the people, for everyone held
that John really was a prophet.)

So they answered Jesus, "We don't know." Jesus said,
"Neither will I tell you by what authority I am doing these things."
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72 HOLY DISCIPLES OF CHRIST

Saturday, October 4" the Armenian Church commemorates
the 72 Holy Disciples of Christ. The reference comes from the
Gospel of Luke. “After this the Lord appointed seventy others and
sent them on ahead of him in pairs to every town and place where
he himself intended to go.” The tradition of the church confirms
that these disciples remained true to the Lord and their calling, and
spread the Gospel. They were not random choices, but rather true
disciples whose labors carried the message of the Lord throughout
the Roman Empire and beyond. All of the saints are remembered
individually in the liturgical calendar of the church, but this day is
set aside to remember them collectively.
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On the occasion of the Armenian Cultural Month October,
Der Hayr and Board of Trustees congratulate all the teachers of the
Hamasdegh Armenian School, and wish them good health,
happiness and a long and prosperous life.
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
