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SCRIPTURE READINGS
II TIMOTHY 2:15-19

Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved, a
workman who does not need to be ashamed and who correctly handles the
word of truth.

When you receive mahs, you first
kiss it and then eat it. The person who distributes the mahs says, “Sa
Yeghitzi kez mahs yev pajin Soorp Badarakees” (Uw tinhgh ptq
dwu tir pwdhlt unipp Wunwpwghu, May this be your share and
portion of this Holy Liturgy) and the receiver says, “Pajin der
yeghitzi” (Pwdht hd Stp tinhgh, Let God be my part).

A good custom is to take some home to those members of the
family who were unable to attend church.
