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SCRIPTURE READINGS
I PETER 2:1-10

Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all deceit, hypocrisy,
envy, and slander of every kind. Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual
milk, so that by it you may grow up in your salvation, now that you have
tasted that the Lord is good.

As you come to him, the living Stone--rejected by men but chosen
by God and precious to him-- you also, like living stones, are being built into
a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices
acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. For in Scripture it says:

"See, I lay a stone in Zion,

a chosen and precious cornerstone,

and the one who trusts in him will never be put to shame."

"Now to you who believe, this stone is precious. But to those who
do not believe, "The stone the builders rejected has become the capstone,
"and, "A stone that causes men to stumble and a rock that makes them fall."
They stumble because they disobey the message--which is also what they
were destined for. But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy
nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him
who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. Once you were not a
people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received
mercy, but now you have received mercy.

Now while he was in Jerusalem at the Passover Feast, many people
saw the miraculous signs he was doing and believed in his name. But Jesus
would not entrust himself to them, for he knew all men. He did not need
man's testimony about man, for he knew what was in a man.

Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a member
of the Jewish ruling council. He came to Jesus at night and said, "Rabbi, we
know you are a teacher who has come from God. For no one could perform
the miraculous signs you are doing if God were not with him." In reply Jesus
declared, "I tell you the
truth, no one can see the kingdom of God unless he is born again." "How can
a man be born when he is old?" Nicodemus asked. "Surely he cannot enter a
second time into his mother's womb to be born!" Jesus answered, "I tell you
the truth, no one can enter the kingdom of God unless he is born of water and
the Spirit. Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to spirit. You
should not be surprised at my saying, 'You must be born again.' The wind
blows wherever it pleases. You hear its sound, but you cannot tell where it
comes from or where it is going. So it is with everyone born of the Spirit."

"How can this be?" Nicodemus asked. "You are Israel's teacher,"
said Jesus, "and do you not understand these things? I tell you the truth,
we speak of what we know, and we testify to what we have seen, but still

you people do not accept our testimony. I have spoken to you of earthly
things and you do not believe; how then will you believe if 1 speak of
heavenly things?

This Sunday is Green Sunday, also known as Sunday of the World
Church in the sense of the church belonging to the whole world beginning
with Christ and the Apostles who met regularly to pray and partake of the
Holy Sacrament of Communion.

The concept of Green Sunday most probably comes from an ancient
folk holiday celebrating spring. Our forefathers, seeing mother earth bloom
after long winter months, glorified the Creator with an act of thanksgiving
and celebrated by decorating the church and themselves with greenery.
Green is the color of life, freshness and promise. After a barren winter we are
filled with hope, life, and love.

Armenian Church Etiquette

ENTERING THE CHURCH
Your entrance into an Armenian Apostolic Church should be reverent
and solemn. Always make the sign of the cross as you enter the
Sanctuary. It is not appropriate to walk in the aisles when:

¢ The Gospel is being read
The Havadamk (Nicene Creed) is in progress
The Chalice Procession is occurring
The priest is delivering the sermon
The choir is singing Soorp Soorp, Hayr Mer or Der Voghormia
Holy Communion is being distributed

Wait until the prayer or hymn is over and then proceed to take your
place in a pew.

LIGHTING OF CANDLES

One of the devotional practices of the Armenian Apostolic Church is the
beautiful custom of lighting candles in front of the Holy Icons. Make the
sign of the cross, say a short prayer and take your place. Candles may be
obtained from the table in the narthex/vestibule. It is customary to
make a freewill donation when taking candles.

TAKING YOUR PLACE IN A PEW

Bow your head slightly, make the sign of the cross and silently say the
Lord’s Prayr as you walk towards the pew. You are now ready to
participate in the services.

General Guidelines

It is important that we participate in the Divine Liturgy every Sunday,
preferably from the beginning of the service, for the entire duration of the
service, and receive Holy Communion.

While in church, it is not proper:
e To use cell phones or tablets
To take pictures by disturbing the Services
To cross legs while sitting
To place your arms on the back of the pews
For men and women to wear hats
For ladies not to cover their heads
To dress too revealing or too casual (No shorts, short skirts, tank
tops, gym clothes, etc..)
