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SCRIPTURE READINGS
[ PETER 5:1-14

To the elders among you, I appeal as a fellow elder and a
witness of Christ’s sufferings who also will share in the glory to be
revealed: Be shepherds of God’s flock that is under your care, watching
over them—mnot because you must, but because you are willing, as God
wants you to be; not pursuing dishonest gain, but eager to serve; not
lording it over those entrusted to you, but being examples to the
flock.

Yes, and he will show him even
greater works than these, so that you will be amazed. For just as the
Father raises the dead and gives them life, even so the Son gives life to
whom he is pleased to give it. Moreover, the Father judges no one, but
has entrusted all judgment to the Son, that all may honor the Son just as
they honor the Father. Whoever does not honor the Son does not honor
the Father, who sent him.

“Very truly I tell you, whoever hears my word and believes him
who sent me has eternal life and will not be judged but has crossed over
from death to life. Very truly I tell you, a time is coming and has now
come when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of God and those who
hear will live. For as the Father has life in himself, so he has granted the
Son also to have life in himself. And he has given him authority to
judge because he is the Son of Man.

“Do not be amazed at this, for a time is coming when all who are
in their graves will hear his voice and come out—those who have done
what is good will rise to live, and those who have done what is evil will
rise to be condemned. By myself I can do nothing; I judge only as I hear,
and my judgment is just, for I seek not to please myself but him who sent
me.

RED SUNDAY

This Sunday is the fourth Sunday of Eastertide, known as Red
Sunday (Garmir Giragi). The name does not have an ecclesiastical origin,
but rather is similar to last week’s “Green Sunday.” The name Red
Sunday is believed to refer to the burst of color that comes forth from the
land after a barren winter. It is a celebration of nature and life, especially
the rebirth after the Resurrection of our Lord that we celebrated a few
weeks ago.

The 50 days from Easter to Pentecost is called Hinoonk
(Eastertide), which are all feasts of the Lord, dedicated to the
Resurrection and Ascension of Christ, and the fiftieth day to
Pentecost.

Each Sunday of Hinoonk has a special name:

Easter

New Sunday or Second Easter
Ashkharhamatran or Green Sunday
Red Sunday

The Apparition of the Holy Cross
Second Palm Sunday
