(Eastertide), which are all feasts of the Lord, dedicated to the 

Resurrection and Ascension of Christ, and the fiftieth day to 

Pentecost. 
 

Each Sunday of Hinoonk has a special name: 
 

1. Easter 
2. New Sunday or Second Easter 
3. Ashkharhamatran or Green Sunday  
4. Red Sunday 
5. The Apparition of the Holy Cross 
6. Sixth Sunday  
7. Second Palm Sunday 
8. Pentecost

When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one 

place. Suddenly a sound like the blowing of a violent wind came from 

heaven and filled the whole house where they were sitting. They saw 

what seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each 

of them. All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak 

in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them. 

Now there were staying in Jerusalem God-fearing Jews from 

every nation under heaven. When they heard this sound, a crowd came 

together in bewilderment, because each one heard them speaking in his 

own language. Utterly amazed, they asked: "Are not all these men who 

are speaking Galileans? Then how is it that each of us hears them in his 

own native language?

He has no hold on me, but 

the world must learn that I love the Father and that I do exactly what my 

Father has commanded me.

PENTECOST 
 

Jesus had commanded the apostles to “Go therefore to all 

nations and make them my disciples,” (Matthew 28:19). Christ 

recognized the difficulty of this great responsibility and had 

advised them not to begin their teaching mission until after the 

“Descent of the Holy Spirit.” In the Acts of the Apostles, we read 

that on the day of Pentecost the apostles gathered in one place, and 

that suddenly a strong wind seemed to fill the house in which they 

were assembled. “And there appeared to them flames like tongues 

of fire distributed among them and coming to rest on each one. 

They were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to talk in other 

tongues, as the Spirit gave them power of utterance,” (Acts 2:2-4). 

Many of the people in Jerusalem were from foreign lands. They 

marveled at the fact that each one of them could understand the 

Apostles’ words in his own language. The first gift of the Holy 

Spirit given to the Apostles was the ability to speak and be 

understood by people who came from many different nations.  
“Life-creating God, Spirit and lover of mankind, with 

tongues of fire you enlightened those united with one accord in 

love; therefore we also celebrate today your holy descent. Filled 

with joy by your coming the holy apostles began in different-

sounding tongues to call into unity them that had been divided from 

each other: therefore we also celebrate today your holy descent”.

Armenian Church Etiquette 
 

ENTERING THE CHURCH 
Your entrance into an Armenian Apostolic Church should be 
reverent and solemn. Always make the sign of the cross as you 
enter the Sanctuary. It is not appropriate to walk in the aisles 
when: 

• The Gospel is being read 
• The Havadamk (Nicene Creed) is in progress 
• The Chalice Procession is occurring 
• The priest is delivering the sermon 
• The choir is singing Soorp Soorp, Hayr Mer or Der 

Voghormia 
• Holy Communion is being distributed 

 

Wait until the prayer or hymn is over and then proceed to take 
your place in a pew. 
 
LIGHTING OF CANDLES 
One of the devotional practices of the Armenian Apostolic Church 
is the beautiful custom of lighting candles in front of the Holy 
Icons. Make the sign of the cross, say a short prayer and take your 
place. Candles may be obtained from the table in the 
narthex/vestibule.  It is customary to make a freewill donation 
when taking candles. 
 
TAKING YOUR PLACE IN A PEW 
Bow your head slightly, make the sign of the cross and silently say 
the Lord’s Prayr as you walk towards the pew. You are now ready 
to participate in the services. 

 
General Guidelines 
It is important that we participate in the Divine Liturgy every 
Sunday, preferably from the beginning of the service, for the entire 
duration of the service, and receive Holy Communion. 
 
 

 
 
While in church, it is not proper: 

• To use cell phones or tablets 
• To take pictures by disturbing the Services 
• To cross legs while sitting 
• To place your arms on the back of the pews 
• For men and women to wear hats 
• For ladies not to cover their heads 
• To dress too revealing or too casual (No shorts, short 

skirts, tank tops, gym clothes, etc..) 
 

We pray and hope that you adhere to these guidelines and be a role 
model for the generations to come in order to preserve our Armenian 
Church heritage and traditions.
